positions in the business lifecycle from inception to maturity and closure or reinvention. 

2. Second, to undertake a socio-economic review of the existing and anticipated business sectors under 

study with a focus on employment. 

3. Third, to determine the policy and planning frameworks which might apply to ‘Blue Growth’, or be 

developed, in the four sea basins of interest (Atlantic; Baltic/North Sea; Mediterranean; and Caribbean). 

4. As the MARIBE project developed an additional, fourth, WP4 objective was introduced to make a socio-

economic analysis of proposed combinations of maritime businesses to be taken forward to 

development in WPs 8, 9 and 10.
